Our Red Mountain subdivision west of town will be finalized in May, and
we'll hit the ground running with 50 Iots in Phase I. It will be an active 50+
subdivision with restrictive covenants, a clubhouse, swimming pool, RV
parking, walking paths throughout, homes that face one another, and yes; a
homeowners association created at the END of the sales period. Believe me,
we HAVE listened to many of you, and learned from our experience at CCE.

We now have the opportunity to do many things OUR way.

Many of our friends in CCE have patiently assisted us through the learning
curve of an inherited subdivision, and we thank you for having good hearts, a
