Here’s a preview of important issues to cover at our September 8th meeting, As you’ll
see, there are many opportunities where you can get involved!

Election Committee

Three positions on the board of directors will be up for election. We need people to be
on the Election Committee and volunteers to run for the board. Even if you are new to
the community, we would like you to consider getting involved.

Budget

It is also time to create a Budget Committee for 2006. (This includes setting the assess-
ment rate for 2006.) We have already had a suggestion to raise assessments to $400.
The committee develops and presents a draft of the proposed budget to discuss at the
October meeting. The final budget must be approved by a majority of the homeowners
at the general meeting in January. The Budget Committee will work hand in hand with
the survey taken by the builder and administered by the Advisory Committee regarding
the desirability for a new clubhouse or the expansion of the current facilities.

BOCCE Ball Court

The Bocce Ball Court was a great idea in its time, but we wonder how much money we
should spend to bring it up to standards if no one uses it. We need a group of people

to come up with alternate ideas, plans and cost estimates. Suggestions we have heard:

dance area; outdoor party area with adobe type walls and courtyard type entrances.

Assessment Bills and Letters

New owners pointed out that our initial bill for assessments and initiation fees is not very
friendly. I apologize to anyone who is concerned about the friendliness of the commu-
nity. During the purchase of a home, a lot, or a resale home, the Rules and Regulations
(which include information on the assessments) are supposed to be given to the new
owner and discussed. In reality, many people close via phone and FedEx rather than in
person. New owners get inundated with documents and, with no preceding discussion

of Rules and Regulation (Restrictive Covenants or CC&Rs), they may not realize the
significance of the documents; they might not even notice if the documents were missing
Not having a copy of the rules does not remove the responsibility of a new owner. When
we (CCEHA) learn there is a new owner, we send a bill believing the procedures have
been followed by the realtors and sellers and only expect our notice to be a reminder.
